DESCRIPTION OF CAPITAL STOCK
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The following summary of certain provisions of our capital stock does not purport to be complete and is subject to and is qualified in its entirety by our
certificate of incorporation which is incorporated in this prospectus by reference to our Definitive Proxy Statement on Schedule 14A filed with the SEC on April
12, 2021, and by our bylaws, which are incorporated in this prospectus by reference to our Current Report on Form 8-K filed with the SEC on April 16, 2019.

Common Stock

General. We are authorized to issue 2.15 billion shares of voting common stock, par value $0.0001 per share (“common stock”). All outstanding shares of
common stock are, and all shares of common stock to be issued upon the exercise of warrants or conversion of any debt securities offered hereby will be, fully-
paid and nonassessable.

Dividends. Subject to preferences that may be granted to holders of any preferred stock and restrictions under our credit facility, the holders of our
common stock will be entitled to dividends as may be declared from time to time by the board of directors from funds available therefor.

Voting Rights. Each share of common stock entitles its holder to one vote on all matters to be voted on by the stockholders. Our certificate of
incorporation does not provide for cumulative voting in the election of directors. Generally, all matters to be voted on by the stockholders must be approved by a
majority or, in the case of the election of directors, by a plurality, of the votes present in person or by proxy and entitled to vote. While Thermo Capital Partners,
L.L.C. and any of its affiliates (collectively, “Thermo”), beneficially own 45% or more of the shares of our common stock, two directors will be elected by a vote
of the holders of shares of common stock not affiliated with Thermo (“Minority Directors”). Additionally, even if Thermo owns 70% or more of the voting power
of our stock, Thermo may not vote more than 69.9% of the voting power of the shares eligible to vote in the election of any directors.

Preemptive Rights. Holders of common stock do not have preemptive rights with respect to the issuance and sale by the Company of additional shares of
common stock or other equity securities of the Company.

Liquidation Rights. Upon dissolution, liquidation or winding-up, the holders of shares of common stock will be entitled to receive our assets available for
distribution proportionate to their pro rata ownership of the outstanding shares of common stock.

Preferred Stock

Our board of directors has the authority, without further action of our stockholders, to issue up to 100 million shares of preferred stock, par value $0.0001
per share, in one or more series, to determine the number of shares constituting and the designation of each series and to fix the powers, preferences, rights and
qualifications, limitations or restrictions thereof, which may include dividend rights, conversion rights, voting rights, terms of redemption, and liquidation
preferences.

There are no restrictions on the repurchase or redemption of preferred stock by the Company in the event of any arrearage in the payment of dividends or
sinking fund installments.

The issuance of preferred stock could adversely affect the holders of common stock. The potential issuance of preferred stock may discourage bids for
shares of our common stock at a premium over the market price of our common stock, may adversely affect the market price of shares of our common stock and
may discourage, delay or prevent a change of control.

No shares of our preferred stock are outstanding.

Anti-takeover Effects of Certain Provisions of Our Certificate of Incorporation and Bylaws and of Delaware General Corporation Law

The provisions of the Delaware General Corporation Law and our certificate of incorporation and bylaws summarized below may have the effect of
discouraging, delaying or preventing a hostile takeover, including one that might result in a premium being paid over the market price of our common stock, and
discouraging, delaying or preventing changes in the control or management of the Company.
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Certificate of Incorporation and Bylaws

Our certificate of incorporation and bylaws provide that:

• if Thermo does not own a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, no action can be taken by stockholders except at
an annual or special meeting of the stockholders called in accordance with our bylaws, and stockholders may not act by written consent;

• while Thermo owns a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, action can be taken by written consent signed by the
number of stockholders necessary to authorize or take such action at a meeting;

• if Thermo does not own a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, the approval of holders of 66 2/3% of the shares
then entitled to vote in the election of directors will be required to adopt, amend or repeal our bylaws;

• while Thermo owns a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, the approval of the majority of the holders of the
shares then entitled to vote in the election of directors will be required to adopt, amend or repeal our bylaws;

• our board of directors is expressly authorized to make, alter or repeal our bylaws;

• stockholders may not call special meetings of the stockholders or fill vacancies on the board of directors;

• our board of directors are divided into three classes of service with staggered three-year terms, meaning that only one class of directors will be elected at each
annual meeting of stockholders, with the other classes continuing for the remainder of their respective terms;

• our board of directors is authorized to issue preferred stock without stockholder approval;

• if Thermo does not own a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, directors may only be removed for cause by the
holders of 66 2/3% of the shares then entitled to vote in the election of directors;

• while Thermo owns a majority of our outstanding capital stock entitled to vote in the election of directors, directors may be removed with or without cause;
provided that, Thermo may not vote on, or consent to, or have any voting power in respect to, the removal without cause of the Minority Directors; and

• we will indemnify directors and certain officers against losses they may incur in connection with investigations and legal proceedings resulting from their
service to us, which may include services in connection with takeover defense measures.

The anti-takeover and other provisions of our certificate of incorporation and by-laws could discourage potential acquisition proposals and could delay or
prevent a change in control. These provisions are intended to enhance the likelihood of continuity and stability in the composition of the board of directors and in
the policies formulated by the board of directors and to discourage certain types of transactions that may involve an actual or threatened change of control. These
provisions are designed to reduce our vulnerability to an unsolicited acquisition proposal. The provisions also are intended to discourage certain tactics that may be
used in proxy fights. However, such provisions could have the effect of discouraging others from making tender offers for our shares and, as a consequence, they
also may inhibit fluctuations in the market price of our shares that could result from actual or rumored takeover attempts. Such provisions also may have the effect
of preventing changes in our management.

Delaware General Corporation Law
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We are subject to Section 203 of the Delaware General Corporation Law regulating corporate takeovers, which prohibits a Delaware corporation from
engaging in any business combination with an “interested stockholder” for three years after the person becomes an interested stockholder unless:

• prior to the date of the transaction, the board of directors of the corporation approved either the business combination or the transaction which resulted in the
stockholder becoming an interested stockholder;

• the interested stockholder owned at least 85% of the voting stock of the corporation outstanding at the time the transaction commenced, excluding for
purposes of determining the number of shares outstanding (a) shares owned by persons who are directors and also officers and (b) shares owned by employee
stock plans in which employee participants do not have the right to determine confidentially whether shares held subject to the plan will be tendered in a
tender or exchange offer; or

• on or subsequent to the date of the transaction, the business combination is approved by the board and authorized at an annual or special meeting of
stockholders, and not by written consent, by the affirmative vote of at least 66 2/3% of the outstanding voting stock which is not owned by the interested
stockholder.

Except as otherwise specified in Section 203, an “interested stockholder” is defined to include (a) any person that is the owner of 15% or more of the
outstanding voting securities of the corporation, or is an affiliate or associate of the corporation and was the owner of 15% or more of the outstanding voting stock
of the corporation at any time within three years immediately prior to the date of determination and (b) the affiliates and associates of any such person. Thermo is
not an “interested stockholder” because it acquired more than 15% of our outstanding stock prior to the completion of our initial public offering.

For purposes of Section 203, the term “business combinations” includes mergers, consolidations, asset sales or other transactions that result in a financial
benefit to the interested stockholder and transactions that would increase the interested stockholder’s proportionate share ownership of our company.

Under some circumstances, Section 203 makes it more difficult for an interested stockholder to effect various business combinations with us. Although
our stockholders have the right to exclude us from the restrictions imposed by Section 203, they have not done so. Section 203 may encourage companies
interested in acquiring us to negotiate in advance with the board of directors, because the requirement stated above regarding stockholder approval would be
avoided if a majority of the directors approves, prior to the time the party became an interested stockholder, either the business combination or the transaction
which results in the stockholder becoming an interested stockholder.

Forum Selection Provision

Our bylaws provide that, unless the Company consents in writing to the selection of an alternative forum, the sole and exclusive forum for (i) any
derivative action or proceeding brought on behalf of the Company; (ii) any action asserting a claim for or based on a breach of a fiduciary duty owed by any
current or former director or officer or other employee of the Company to the Company or to the Company’s stockholders, including a claim alleging the aiding
and abetting of such a breach of fiduciary duty; (iii) any action asserting a claim against the Company or any current or former director or officer or other
employee of the Company arising pursuant to any provision of the General Corporation Law of the State of Delaware or the Company’s certificate of incorporation
or bylaws (as either may be amended from time to time); (iv) any action asserting a claim related to or involving the Company that is governed by the internal
affairs doctrine; or (v) any action asserting an “internal corporate claim” as that term is defined in Section 115 of the General Corporation Law of the State of
Delaware shall be a state court located within the State of Delaware (or, if no state court located within the State of Delaware has jurisdiction, the federal court for
the District of Delaware).

Section 27(a) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (the “Exchange Act”) confers exclusive jurisdiction over all suits and actions to enforce a liability or
duty created under the Exchange Act or the rules and regulations thereunder. Accordingly, the provisions above do not apply to any such suits or actions. In
addition, a recent decision of the Delaware Court of Chancery has held that exclusive forum provisions of the kind included in the Company’s Bylaws do not apply
to claims arising under the Securities Act of 1933. Unless action by the Delaware legislature or the Delaware courts provides otherwise, the provisions above will
also not apply to such claims.
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This forum selection provision may limit the ability of holders of our shares to bring a claim arising in other instances in a judicial forum that such
shareholders find favorable for disputes with us or our directors or officers, which may discourage such lawsuits against the Company and/or our directors and
officers. Alternatively, if a court outside of the State of Delaware were to find this forum selection provision inapplicable to, or unenforceable in respect of, one or
more of the specified types of actions or claims described above, we may incur additional costs associated with resolving such matters in other jurisdictions, which
could harm our business, prospects, financial condition and results of operations.

Strategic Review Committee

Our certificate of incorporation and bylaws require us to have a Strategic Review Committee that is required to remain in existence for as long as Thermo
beneficially owns 45% or more of our outstanding common stock. To the extent permitted by applicable law, the Strategic Review Committee has exclusive
responsibility for the oversight, review and approval of, among other things and subject to certain exceptions, any acquisition by Thermo of additional newly-
issued securities of the Company and any transaction between the Company and Thermo with a value in excess of $250,000. The approval of any of the foregoing
transactions will require the vote of at least three members of the Strategic Review Committee.

Limitation of Liability of Directors

Our certificate of incorporation provides that no director shall be personally liable to us or our stockholders for monetary damages for breach of fiduciary
duty as a director, except for liability as follows:

• for any breach of the director’s duty of loyalty to us or our stockholders;

• for acts or omissions not in good faith or which involve intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of law; and

• for any transaction from which the director derived an improper personal benefit.

Listing

Our common stock is listed on the NYSE American under the trading symbol “GSAT.”

Transfer Agent and Registrar

The transfer agent and registrar for our common stock is Computershare Investor Services LLC.

DESCRIPTION OF WARRANTS

As of November 3, 2022, no warrants were outstanding. We have the obligation to issue, upon the request of our partner under the Service Agreements
described in our Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q for the quarter ended September 30, 2022, filed with the SEC on November 3, 2022, warrants to purchase up to
2.64% percent of our then outstanding shares of common stock under certain conditions at a blended exercise price of $1.01. These warrants also include
customary anti-dilution protection of the holder.

We may issue warrants for the purchase of shares of our common stock. We may issue warrants independently or together with other securities, and the
warrants may be attached to or separate from any offered securities. Each series of warrants will be issued under a separate warrant agreement to be entered into
between us and the investors or a warrant agent. The following summary of material provisions of the warrants and warrant agreements are subject to, and
qualified in their entirety by reference to, all the provisions of the warrant agreement and warrant certificate applicable to a particular series of warrants. The terms
of any warrants offered under a prospectus supplement may differ from the terms described below. We urge you to read the applicable prospectus supplement and
any related free writing prospectus, as well as the complete warrant agreements and warrant certificates that contain the terms of the warrants.

The particular terms of any issue of warrants will be described in the prospectus supplement relating to the issue. Those terms may include:
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• the number of shares of common stock issuable upon the exercise of warrants to purchase such shares and the price at which such number of shares may be
purchased upon such exercise;

• the date, if any, on and after which the warrants and the related common stock will be separately transferable;

• the terms of any rights to redeem or call the warrants;

• the date on which the right to exercise the warrants will commence and the date on which the right will expire;

• United States Federal income tax consequences applicable to the warrants; and

• any additional terms of the warrants, including terms, procedures, and limitations relating to the exchange, exercise and settlement of the warrants.

Holders of warrants to purchase common stock will not be entitled:

• to vote, consent or receive dividends;

• receive notice as shareholders with respect to any meeting of shareholders for the election of our directors or any other matter; or

• exercise any rights as shareholders of Globalstar.

Each warrant will entitle its holder to purchase the number of shares of common stock at the exercise price set forth in, or calculable as set forth in, the
applicable prospectus supplement. Unless we otherwise specify in the applicable prospectus supplement, holders of the warrants may exercise the warrants at any
time up to the specified time on the expiration date that we set forth in the applicable prospectus supplement. After the close of business on the expiration date,
unexercised warrants will become void.

A holder of warrant certificates may exchange them for new warrant certificates of different denominations, present them for registration of transfer and
exercise them at the corporate trust office of the warrant agent or any other office indicated in the applicable prospectus supplement. Until any warrants to
purchase common stock are exercised, the holders of the warrants will not have any rights of holders of the underlying common stock, including any rights to
receive dividends or payments upon any liquidation, dissolution or winding up on the common stock if any.

DESCRIPTION OF DEBT SECURITIES AND GUARANTEES

General

The Company may issue debt securities from time to time one or more series. The particular terms of each series that are offered by a prospectus
supplement will be described in the prospectus supplement. The debt securities will be either our senior debt securities (“Senior Debt Securities”) or our
subordinated debt securities (“Subordinated Debt Securities” and together with Senior Debt Securities, “Debt Securities”). The Senior Debt Securities and the
Subordinated Debt Securities will be issued under separate Indentures between us and the trustee party thereto (the “Trustee”). Senior Debt Securities will be
issued under a “Senior Indenture” and Subordinated Debt Securities will be issued under a “Subordinated Indenture.” Together, the Senior Indenture and the
Subordinated Indenture are called “Indentures.” To the extent any of the Debt Securities will be guaranteed by one or more of our subsidiaries (the “Subsidiary
Guarantors”), the Subsidiary Guarantors guaranteeing such Debt Securities will enter into a supplemental Indenture to the applicable Indenture with us and the
Trustee. Unless otherwise stated, the Debt Securities will be our direct, unsecured obligations.

Unless the Debt Securities are guaranteed by our subsidiaries, the rights of Globalstar and our creditors, including holders of the Debt Securities, to
participate in the assets of any subsidiary upon the latter’s liquidation or reorganization, will be subject to the prior claims of the subsidiaries’ creditors, except to
the extent that we may be a creditor with recognized claims against such subsidiary.
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The Indentures will provide that Debt Securities in separate series may be issued thereunder from time to time without limitation as to aggregate principal
amount. We may specify a maximum aggregate principal amount for the Debt Securities of any series. We will determine the terms and conditions of the Debt
Securities, including the maturity, principal and interest, but those terms must be consistent with the Indenture.

The Subordinated Debt Securities will be subordinated in right of payment to the prior payment in full of all of our Senior Debt as described in the
prospectus supplement applicable to any Subordinated Debt Securities. If the prospectus supplement so indicates, the Debt Securities will be convertible into our
common stock.

The applicable prospectus supplement will set forth the price or prices at which the Debt Securities to be offered will be issued and will describe the
following terms of such Debt Securities:

• title and aggregate principal amount;

• whether the securities are subject to subordination and applicable subordination provisions, if any;

• conversion or exchange into any securities or property;

• percentage or percentages of principal amount at which such securities will be issued;

• issuance date;

• maturity date(s);

• interest rate(s) or the method for determining the interest rate(s);

• dates on which interest will accrue or the method for determining dates on which interest will accrue and dates on which interest will be payable;

• whether interest will be payable in cash or in additional Debt Securities of the same series, or shall accrue and increase the aggregate principal amount
outstanding of such series (including if the Debt Securities were originally issued at a discount);

• redemption or early repayment provisions;

• authorized denominations;

• form;

• amount of discount or premium, if any, with which such securities will be issued;

• whether such securities will be issued in whole or in part in the form of one or more global securities;

• identity of the depositary(ies) for global securities;

• whether a temporary security is to be issued with respect to such series and whether any interest payable prior to the issuance of definitive securities of the
series will be credited to the account of the persons entitled thereto;

• the terms upon which beneficial interests in a temporary global security may be exchanged in whole or in part for beneficial interests in a definitive global
security or for individual definitive securities;

• any provisions relating to any collateral or security provided for such Debt Securities;

• any covenants applicable to the particular Debt Securities being issued;

• any defaults and events of default applicable to the particular Debt Securities being issued;
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• currency, currencies or currency units in which the purchase price for, the principal of and any premium and any interest on such securities will be payable;

• securities exchange(s) on which the securities will be listed, if any;

• our obligation or right to redeem, purchase or repay securities under a sinking fund, amortization or analogous provision;

• provisions relating to covenant defeasance and legal defeasance of securities of the series;

• provisions relating to satisfaction and discharge of the indenture;

• provisions relating to the modification of the indenture both with and without the consent of holders of Debt Securities issued under the indenture;

• provisions, if any, granting special rights upon the occurrence of specified events;

• whether the debt securities will be guaranteed by any of our subsidiaries and, if so, the names of the Subsidiary Guarantors;

• any restriction of transferability of the series; and

• additional terms not inconsistent with the provisions of the applicable Indenture.

Debt Securities, including any Debt Securities which provide for an amount less than the principal amount thereof to be due and payable upon a
declaration of acceleration of the maturity thereof, may be sold at a substantial discount below their principal amount. Special United States federal income tax
considerations applicable to Debt Securities sold at an original issue discount may be described in the applicable prospectus supplement. In addition, special
United States federal income tax or other considerations applicable to any Debt Securities that are denominated in a currency or currency unit other than United
States dollars may be described in the applicable prospectus supplement.

Guarantees of Debt Securities

If specified in the prospectus supplement, one or more Subsidiary Guarantors will guarantee the Debt Securities of a series. Unless otherwise indicated in
the prospectus supplement, the following provisions will apply to the guarantee of the Subsidiary Guarantors with respect to that series of Debt Securities.

Subject to the limitations described below and in the applicable prospectus supplement, the applicable Subsidiary Guarantors will, jointly and severally,
fully, unconditionally and irrevocably guarantee the full and punctual payment when due, whether at maturity, by acceleration, by redemption or otherwise, of the
principal of, premium, if any, interest and additional amounts, if any, on the Debt Securities and all of our other monetary obligations under the Indentures. The
obligations of each Subsidiary Guarantor under its guarantee will be limited as necessary to prevent that Subsidiary Guarantee from constituting a fraudulent
conveyance under applicable law.

In the case of Subordinated Debt Securities, a Subsidiary Guarantor’s guarantee will be subordinated in right of payment to the senior debt of such
Subsidiary Guarantor on the same basis as the Subordinated Debt Securities are subordinated to our senior debt. No payment will be made by any Subsidiary
Guarantor under its guarantee during any period in which payments by us on the Subordinated Debt Securities are suspended by the subordination provisions of
the subordinated Indenture.

Each Subsidiary Guarantor that makes a payment under its guarantee will be entitled upon payment in full of all guaranteed obligations under the
Indenture to contribution from each other Subsidiary Guarantor in an amount equal to such other Subsidiary Guarantor’s pro rata portion of such payment based on
the respective net assets of all the Subsidiary Guarantors at the time of such payment.
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If a guarantee by a Subsidiary Guarantor were rendered voidable, it could be subordinated by a court to all other indebtedness (including guarantees and
other contingent liabilities) of the applicable Subsidiary Guarantor, and, depending on the amount of such indebtedness, a Subsidiary Guarantor’s liability on its
guarantee could be reduced to zero.

The guarantee of a Subsidiary Guarantor will be automatically and unconditionally released and discharged, without the consent of the holders of our
Debt Securities, and no further action by us, any Subsidiary Guarantor or the Trustee shall be required for such release (unless we shall notify the trustee in writing
that no release and discharge shall occur as a result thereof) upon the sale or other disposition (including by way of consolidation or merger) of such Subsidiary
Guarantor to a person or entity other than us or any of our subsidiaries, as permitted by the applicable Indenture.

Conversion or Exchange Rights

The terms, if any, on which a series of Debt Securities may be convertible into or exchangeable for common stock or other securities will be detailed in
the prospectus supplement relating thereto. Such terms will include provisions as to whether conversion or exchange is mandatory, at the option of holders, or at
our option, the conversion price and the conversion period, and may include provisions pursuant to which the number of shares of our common stock or other
securities to be received by holders of such series of Debt Securities would be subject to adjustment.

Global Securities

The Debt Securities of a series may be issued in whole or in part in the form of one or more global securities that will be deposited with, or on behalf of, a
depositary identified in the applicable prospectus supplement. Global securities will be issued in registered form and in either temporary or definitive form. Unless
and until it is exchanged in whole or in part for the individual Debt Securities, a global security may not be transferred except as a whole by the depositary for such
global security to a nominee of such depositary or by a nominee of such depositary to such depositary or another nominee of such depositary or by such depositary
or any such nominee to a successor of such depositary or a nominee of such successor. The specific terms of the depositary arrangement with respect to any Debt
Securities of a series and the rights of and limitations upon owners of beneficial interests in a global security will be described in the applicable prospectus
supplement.

Governing Law

The Indentures and the Debt Securities (including any guarantees) will be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of New
York.

DESCRIPTION OF UNITS

We may issue units consisting of any combination of the other types of securities offered under this prospectus in one or more series. We may evidence
each series of units by unit certificates that we will issue under a separate agreement. We may enter into unit agreements with a unit agent. Each unit agent will be
a bank or trust company that we select. We will indicate the name and address of the unit agent in the applicable prospectus supplement relating to a particular
series of units.

The following description, together with the additional information included in any applicable prospectus supplement, summarizes the general features of
the units that we may offer under this prospectus. You should read any prospectus supplement and any free writing prospectus that we may authorize to be
provided to you related to the series of units being offered, as well as the complete unit agreements that contain the terms of the units. Specific unit agreements will
contain additional important terms and provisions and we will file as an exhibit to the registration statement of which this prospectus is a part, or will incorporate
by reference from another report that we file with the SEC, the form of each unit agreement relating to units offered under this prospectus.

If we offer any units, certain terms of that series of units will be described in the applicable prospectus supplement, including, without limitation, the
following, as applicable:

• the title of the series of units;

• identification and description of the separate constituent securities comprising the units;

• the price or prices at which the units will be issued;
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• the date, if any, on and after which the constituent securities comprising the units will be separately transferable;

PLAN OF DISTRIBUTION

We may sell or distribute the securities included in this prospectus through underwriters, through agents, dealers, in private transactions, at market prices
prevailing at the time of sale, at prices related to the prevailing market prices, or at negotiated prices.

In addition, we may sell some or all of the securities included in this prospectus through:

• a block trade in which a broker-dealer may resell a portion of the block, as principal, in order to facilitate the transaction;

• purchases by a broker-dealer, as principal, and resale by the broker-dealer for its account;

• ordinary brokerage transactions and transactions in which a broker solicits purchasers;

• “at the market offerings,” within the meaning of Rule 415(a)(4) under the Securities Act, to or through a market maker or into an existing trading market, on
an exchange or otherwise; or

• a combination of any of these methods.

In addition, we may enter into option or other types of transactions that require us to deliver common shares to a broker-dealer, who will then resell or
transfer the common shares under this prospectus. We may enter into hedging transactions with respect to our securities. For example, we may:

• enter into transactions involving short sales of the common shares by broker-dealers;

• sell common shares short themselves and deliver the shares to close out short positions;

• enter into option or other types of transactions that require us to deliver common shares to a broker-dealer, who will then resell or transfer the common shares
under this prospectus; or

related open borrowings of stock. The third party in such sale transactions will be an underwriter and, if not identified in this prospectus, will be identified in the
applicable prospectus supplement (or a post-effective amendment). In addition, we may otherwise loan or pledge securities to a financial institution or other third
party that in turn may sell the securities short using this prospectus. Such financial institution or other third party may transfer its economic short position to
investors in our securities or in connection with a concurrent offering of other securities.

There is currently no market for any of the securities, other than the shares of common stock listed on the NYSE American. If the securities are traded
after their initial issuance, they may trade at a discount from their initial offering price, depending on prevailing interest rates, the market for similar securities and
other factors. While it is possible that an underwriter could inform us that it intends to make a market in the securities, such underwriter would not be obligated to
do so, and any such market making could be discontinued at any time without notice. Therefore, we cannot assure you as to
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whether an active trading market will develop for these other securities. We have no current plans to list the Debt Securities on any securities exchange or any
automated quotation system; any such listing with respect to any particular Debt Securities will be described in the applicable prospectus supplement.

Any broker-dealers or other persons acting on our behalf that participate with us in the distribution of the shares may be deemed to be underwriters and
any commissions received or profit realized by them on the resale of the shares may be deemed to be underwriting discounts and commissions under the Securities
Act. As of the date of this prospectus, we are not a party to any agreement, arrangement or understanding between any broker or dealer and us with respect to the
offer or sale of the securities pursuant to this prospectus.

We may have agreements with agents, underwriters, dealers and remarketing firms to indemnify them or their controlling persons against certain civil
liabilities, including liabilities under the Securities Act. Agents, underwriters, dealers and remarketing firms, and their affiliates, may engage in transactions with,
or perform services for, us in the ordinary course of business. This includes commercial banking and investment banking transactions.

At the time that any particular offering of securities is made, to the extent required by the Securities Act, a prospectus supplement will be distributed
setting forth the terms of the offering, including the aggregate number of securities being offered, the purchase price of the securities, the initial offering price of
the securities, the names of and the respective amounts underwritten by any underwriters, dealers or agents, nature of the underwriters’ obligation to purchase the
securities, any discounts, commissions and other items constituting compensation from us and any discounts, commissions or concessions allowed or reallowed or
paid to dealers. The nature and amount of discounts and commissions to underwriters for each security and in total will be provided in tabular format.

Securities may also be sold directly by us. In this case, no underwriters or agents would be involved.

If a prospectus supplement so indicates, underwriters, brokers or dealers, in compliance with applicable law, may engage in transactions that stabilize or
maintain the market price of the securities at levels above those that might otherwise prevail in the open market.

In compliance with the guidelines of the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority, Inc., or FINRA, the aggregate maximum discount, commission or
agency fees or other items constituting underwriting compensation to be received by any FINRA member or independent broker-dealer shall be fair and
reasonable.

Similar indemnity is authorized for such persons against expenses (including attorneys’
fees) actually and reasonably incurred in connection with the defense or settlement of any such threatened, pending or completed action or suit if such person acted
in good faith and in a manner he reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best interests of the corporation, and provided further that (unless a court of
competent jurisdiction otherwise provides) such person shall not have been adjudged liable to the corporation. Any such indemnification may be made only as
authorized in each specific case upon a determination by the stockholders or disinterested directors or by independent legal counsel in a written opinion that
indemnification is proper because the indemnitee has met the applicable standard of conduct.

Section 145 further authorizes a corporation to purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any person who is or was a director, officer, employee or
agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at the request of the corporation as a director, officer, employee or agent of another corporation or enterprise, against
any liability asserted against him and incurred by him in any such capacity, or arising out of his status as such, whether or not the corporation would otherwise
have the power to indemnify him under Section 145.

enterprise, including service with respect to employee benefit plans, against expenses (including attorney’s fees and expenses), judgments, fines, penalties,
amounts paid in settlement and expenses actually and reasonably incurred by him or her in connection with the investigation, preparation to defend or defense
of such action, suit, proceeding or claim; provided, however, that the foregoing does not require the company to indemnify or advance expenses to any person
in connection with any action, suit, proceeding or claim initiated by or on behalf of such person or any counterclaim against the company initiated by or on
behalf of such person. Such indemnification is not exclusive of other indemnification rights arising under any bylaw, agreement, vote of directors or
stockholders or otherwise and inures to the benefit of the heirs and legal representatives of such person. Any person seeking indemnification under Article
Ninth will be deemed to have met the standard of conduct required for such indemnification unless the contrary shall be established.

• To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Registrant may purchase and maintain insurance or make other financial arrangements on behalf of any person who
is or was a director, officer, employee or agent of the registrant, or is or was serving at the request of the company as a director, officer, stockholder, member,
partner, trustee, employee or agent of any other person, joint venture, corporation, trust, limited liability company, partnership or other enterprise, for any
liability asserted against him or her and expenses incurred by him or her in his or her capacity as a director, officer, stockholder, member, partner, employee or
agent, or arising out of his or her status as such, whether or not the registrant has the authority to indemnify him or her against such liability and expenses.

• To the fullest extent permitted by law, other financial arrangements made by the registrant pursuant to Article Ninth may include (i) the creation of a trust
fund; (ii) the establishment of a program of self-insurance; and (iii) the establishment of a letter of credit, guaranty or surety. No financial arrangement made
pursuant to Article Ninth may provide protection for a person adjudged by a court of competent jurisdiction to be liable for intentional misconduct, fraud, or a
knowing violation of law, except with respect to the advancement of expenses or indemnification ordered by a court.

• To the fullest extent permitted by law, in the absence of intentional misconduct, fraud or a knowing violation of law: (i) the decision of the company as to the
propriety of the terms and conditions of any insurance or other financial arrangement made pursuant to Article Ninth, and the choice of the person to provide
the insurance or other financial arrangement, shall be conclusive; and (ii) the insurance or other financial arrangement shall not (1) be void or voidable or (2)
subject any director or stockholder approving it to personal liability for his or her action, even if the director or stockholder is a beneficiary of the insurance or
arrangement.

Our Bylaws include provisions to require the registrant to indemnify its directors and officers to the fullest extent permitted by Section 145, including
circumstances in which indemnification is otherwise discretionary. Section 145 also empowers the registrant to purchase and maintain insurance that protects its
officers, directors, employees and agents against any liabilities incurred in connection with their service in such positions. All of Registrant’s directors and officers
are covered by insurance policies maintained by the registrant against certain liabilities for actions taken in their capacities as such, including liabilities under the
Securities Act.
